IV throwable floatation device.
(enough for everyone onboard)

Signaling and sound devices
Fire extinguishers
Marine radio and a cell phone
Docking (extra lines) and an anchor
First aid kit, including gauze,

bandages, alcohol
cleaning pads, etc.
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Safety Checklist

Life jackets and or PFDs plus Type IV
throwable floatation device

Know the local (marine) weather
forecast before you leave

Leave a float plan

Check safety equipment for
damage; replace as needed!

Bring protective gear and clothing

Bring photo identification plus the
boater registration

Carry your boater education card
(check with the state if needed)

Take a boating education course
